


THE GOLDEN AGE

» Much as Hughes describes, the
16th century saw major alterations
in Roman architecture and city
planning: Bramante and Julius II
were the main drivers.

» Michelangelo and Raftaello are
singled out (again) as the most
significant contributors to the
Vatican of this period

» 1517: the 99 Theses of Martin
Luther; inaugurates the Counter-
Reformation

» 1527: The Sack of Rome

» High Renaissance (1490-1527);
Mannerism (1527-1599); Baroque
(1600-1750)

virtually all of main
architects of the 1500s;
completed in 1733.
